As 1 Corinthiar&Z puts it, “If | have the gift of prophecy andhcathom all mysteries
and all knowledge, and if | have a faith that caasvenmountains, but have not love, | am nothinglie Pharisees were
superb intellectuals who knew God’s law backwandd gorwards...they knew it well enough, in fact, t@ate loop-
holes within it. But they failed to love God witheir whole selves.

In the same way, emotional enthusiasm devoid efktiowledge of God is a burden rather than a lrigssl
would love for our congregation to be more animatedng our worship time, with clapping here orrther boisterous
singing. But if the time we spend each week sigginpraising God in song isn't coupled with reguible study and
time engaging our minds in God’s Word, we’re stiissing the boat. We may be worshipping boldly, ee may not
really knowthe God whom we worship!

However, if each of
our 30 regular giving units were to give just $400
each in this second half of the campaign, that
would put us over the top! Some of us can't af-
ford that much, but others can afford
more. Please prayerfully consider what you can
do in order to make the new roof a reality.

Mission Worker, Rev. Carolyn Weber
Addis Ababa, Ethiopia

The Rev. Carolyn Weber began her appointment
in January 2010 with the Mekane Yesus Theological
Seminary in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, where she teaches
English and serves as a library advisor and a curriculum
specialist. The seminary, a long standing partner of the
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), prepares leaders for the
fast-growing Ethiopian Evangelical Church Mekane Ye-
sus, which has more than 5 million members and con-
gregations all across Ethiopia.

After 20 years of parish ministry in lllinois and
Nebraska, Carolyn sensed that God was leading her to
a new area of service. She has described her calling as
being “like a pencil in the hand of God.” In fact, ever
since she was 8 years old, Carolyn has dreamed of be-
ing a missionary in Africa.

Carolyn brings gifts and experience in teaching
and has certifications in teaching English as a second
language and in spiritual direction. At the Mekane Ye-
sus Seminary, Carolyn believes that her gift of listening
will enable her and others to “hear the voices of those
long silenced.” Her gift of hospitality will enable the
stranger to find a welcome. Teaching English is an ave-
nue for ministry. “I pray that seminarians will be
equipped to read and write and speak English so that
they can better use the 80 percent of their library that is
in English and will be empowered to be and become all
that God created them to be.”

Her students come from a country that is now a
democratic republic. More than half of the population is
Christian and a third is Muslim. Ethiopia continues to
struggle with severe poverty and hunger issues, yet it
currently boasts one of the fastest growing economies
in Africa and is the second most populous country in
Africa. While Carolyn has experienced Africa as a land
of vast resources, she has also seen its deep need and
has been touched “by the deep faith, generosity and
inspired worship of these brothers and sisters.”

Carolyn is a native of Omaha, Nebraska. She
grew up in Florence Presbyterian Church where she
was a member until 1989 when she was ordained to the
ministry.

WHO ARE WE PRESBYTERIANS?" Part 1

In gratitude to God, empowered by the Spirit, we strive to serve Christ in our daily
tasks and to live holy and joyful lives, even as we watch for God's new heaven and
new earth praying, '‘Come, Lord Jesus.™ — From A Brief Statement of Faith

Presbuteros, the Greek word meaning elder, is used 72 times in the New Testament. It provided the
name for the Presbyterian family of churches, which includes the Reformed churches of the world.
Both Presbyterian and Reformed are synonymous with churches of the Calvinist tradition.

In America, the first presbytery was organized in 1706, the first synod in 1717; the first General As-
sembly was held in 1789. Today's Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) was created by the 1983 reunion of
the two main branches of Presbyterians in America separated since the Civil War — the Presbyte-
rian Church in the U.S. and the United Presbyterian Church in the U.S.A. The latter had been cre-
ated by the union of the Presbyterian Church in the U.S.A. and the United Presbyterian Church of
North America in 1958.

The Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) is distinctly a confessional and a connectional church, distin-
guished by the representation of elders — laymen and laywomen — in its government. The church
has a membership of 2.3 million in all 50 states and Puerto Rico. Currently there are nearly 11 thou-
sand congregations, over 21,000 ordained ministers, 1,100 candidates for ministry and more than
94,000 elders.

Presbyterians are BELIEVERS and DOERS

WE BELIEVE - in the Great Ends of the Church, as set forth in our Book of Order: "the proclama-
tion of the Gospel for the salvation of humankind; the shelter, nurture, and spiritual fellowship of the
children of God; the maintenance of divine worship; the preservation of the truth; the promotion of
social righteousness; and the exhibition of the Kingdom of Heaven to the world."”

WE BELIEVE - in a theology of mission, as expressed in the Westminster Confession of Faith: "...
Christ hath commissioned his Church to go into all the world and to make disciples of all nations. Al
believers are therefore under obligation ... to contribute by their prayers, gifts, and personal efforts to
the extension of the Kingdom of Christ throughout the whole earth.”

WE DO - mission and its related functions in "good Presbyterian order" through the structures of
our General Assembly, synods, presbyteries and local churches, which provide accountability in a
connectional system. The chief agencies of the General Assembly are the Office of the General As-

sembly General Assembly Mission Council Board of Pensions Presbyterian Foundation Pres-
byterian Investment and Loan Program and Presbyterian Publishing Corporation

WE DO - mission in partnership locally, nationally and globally by prioritizing our available re-
sources, guided by the emphases given by our General Assembly, the biannual meeting of clergy
and lay commissioners who represent the presbyteries of the church. Through the General Assem-
bly, all Presbyterians have a voice in setting directions for mission and through their

General Mission Giving, have a vital responsibility in carrying out what the General

Assembly has mandated.
