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Looking Back, Looking Forward 
 

 Throughout the month of June, we’ve been looking at the last days of Jesus, particularly his trial and 
crucifixion.  It’s not easy stuff…and yet it points us towards July, when we will be celebrating Jesus’ resurrec-
tion.  (Easter comes twice this year!)  It’s the power of God displayed in Christ’s triumph over death and hell 
that frees us from sin and frees us to be loyal citizens of God’s Kingdom.   
 

 I’m excited that we are moving forward into resurrection because it is the heart of the gospel message.  
While many people think that “going to heaven” is the reward for faithful Christians, the Bible consistently 
states that resurrection is our ultimate end.  While we may spend time with God in spirit before God creates the 
new heaven and earth, we should be looking most forward to the time when we are fully embodied again, liv-
ing in perfected bodies that will reflect God’s initial intentions for us.   
 

 The Bible doesn’t give us the sense of being angels floating around with wings on the clouds, nor does 
it describe us sitting around all day in leisure.  While pictures of eternity are scant in the Bible, what we do see 
is a description of heaven coming down to Earth.  God wants to live with us and be with us throughout eter-
nity.  Just as He came down to us in Jesus, He will once again live among us and be our God.  Do we under-
stand it completely?  Nope!  But there’s incredible hope in this portrait…hope that all will be made right, that 
God will reconcile all things to Himself forever. 
 

 When we take seriously the images of eternity in the Bible, it reminds us that what is in store for us is 
far greater than anything we can experience now.  All our pleasures and pains, even our sufferings, will fade in 
the light of eternity when we know we will spend it with Christ.  But that should also make us start thinking 
about others.  Where will they spend eternity?  Will it be in God’s presence or not?  Again, if we take God at 
His word, then we need to start getting the word out! 
 

 Beginning in August and continuing into September, we’re going to take a close look at evangelism.  
Many of us grew up with the idea of evangelism being something where people went door-to-door with high-
gloss sales pitches that made a visit by the vacuum cleaner salesman seem painless in comparison.  But we 
don’t see that in the Bible…what we do see is a multi-faceted approach where Jesus (and the disciples in His 
stead) met people where they were at.  Most of us feel like evangelism is the work of patented saints like Billy 
Graham, folks that we might admire but could never be like.  But when we do evangelism the right way, it 
turns out that there’s no way to say, “I can’t do that.”  We were made for the job of sharing God’s love with 
others.  And in the next few months, we’re going to learn how to do it together. 
 

 In the meantime, I hope you have a wonderful summer, and I’ll be looking forward to seeing you each 
week as we praise and worship our Savior and get to know Him a little better each week!
